LOCHART-SEGUIN-NEW BRAUNFELS

BY-LAWS

SECTION 1 -
The fiscal year of the Tri-City Golf Association Shall be from January 1st to December 31st.  

SECTION 2 -
Elections shall be made at the annual meeting in December with nominations being made from the floor. Elections shall be majority of the Representatives present and voting. Terms shall be for two years (Chairman & Secretary). 
SECTION 3 -
The usual parliamentary rules as set forth in Robert’s Rules of Order shall be govern all meetings of the Association except as otherwise provided by the Constitution or By-Laws or by rules or resolutions adopted by the Association. 
SECTION 4 -
Monthly Tournaments. The following rules and regulations will be observed by the Hosts Clubs

1. that the type tournament to be played will be at the discretion of  
 hosts City that there will be of Tri-City officers and 

representatives of each Tri-City chapter.

2. that entry deadline will be Thursday prior to the date of the tournament and no later than 10:00 pm. (acceptance of late entries will be up to the Host City). 

3. that the Host City will notify the other chapters of the type of tournament, tee time, ect., well in advance but not less than 7 days prior to the date of the tournament. 
4. that the entry fee for all tournament will be $15.00, with the Host City retaining not more than 10 % of the entry fee and be allowed to sell beverages and food if they so choose.. Tri-City Chairman and Secretary’s entry fee are waived. (Green fee and /or Cart fee not included). Cart and green fees will be collected at the discretion of the golf course. 

5. that Revenues derived from the sale of food/refreshments and any other fund raising activity will be retained by the Host City. 

6. that trophies may be awarded by the Host City , however the cost will be borne by the Host City. 

7. that the tournament may be played on Saturdays if it would best serve the interest of the Host City, otherwise all tournaments will be played on Sundays.

8. that tournaments canceled will not be rescheduled.

9. that members clubs will be allowed ZERO guests per tournament

10. that pairings in foursomes will be preferred. 

11. that all players will register no later than 15 minutes before tee time or will not be allowed to participate. 
12. that all ties will be determined by match play on the score card. (Host City will designate the hole).    

13. that disputes will be resolved by joint resolution between designated representatives from each Chapter. 

14.  that prizes will PAGA style, and in accordance with USGA rules:

Each Club will be required to submit a copy of the February Minimax Reading to the other two respective chapters at the first Tri-City Tournament.                                                         

16.
each club will be required to send a minimum of 1/3 of registered Membership as of February Minimax Reading of each year or reimburse Host chapter for difference. Charter and Honorary members will be excluded from 1/3 registered membership requirements. (This Rule has been suspended for the 2010 year only). 

SECTION 5- 
An annual Championship Tournament will be held yearly and the following rules will be observed:
1. that the type of play will be (four-man team Best Ball). 

2. that there will be five (5) flites (Championship, First Second, Third, Fourth). 

3. that each member city may enter more than one team per flight. 

4. that the entry fee will be $60.00 per team or $15.00 per person. ($15.00 fee per person regardless if on team or in side tournament). 

5. that player classification will be as follows:

Championship Flite-


0-7 handicap

First Flite-




8-12 handicap 
Second Flite-



13-19handicap

Third Flite-




20-25 handicap

Fourth Flite-



26-36 handicap

6. that prizes will be  first place only in each flite. Four (4) trophies for the winning individuals in each flite and one (1) team trophy per flite. The team trophy will rotate and be kept by the winning team until the next annual Tri-City Championship. Tri-City Clubs will share in the expense each year of the individual trophies as well as the rotating team trophy every four years. 

7. that all ties will be determined by adding the total score on holes 16, 17, and 18.
8. that refreshments may be served by Host City.
9. that a trophy presentation ceremony will be planned by the Host City.
10. that the Annual Championship Tournament will be rotated among the Member Clubs. (Lockhart, Seguin, New Braunfels)
SECTION 6 -  
All Association Tournaments will be conducted according to USGA and exiting golf course rules. 
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
